Pre-learning
Referring to a copy of the Occupational Areas list, look at the types of 
occupations in the Jobs supplement in a local newspaper. Count the 
number of jobs in each occupational area and arrange the areas into 
a rank order from highest number of jobs available to lowest number. 

Activity
Students to work in pairs.

Give each pair a copy of the Occupational Areas and Jobs blank table 
and the alphabetical jobs list.

Students should try to correctly place each job in its occupational 
area. Review after five minutes. 

Ask students to feed-back decisions, referring to the ‘correct’ 
answer but encouraging students to explain their choices if they 
differ from the correct version, to encourage a sharing of students’ 
perceptions of various job roles.

Students then try to add at least one more job, not on the list, to 
each area and explain their choices.

Open discussion prompts:

Which job roles may exist in more than one area? Eg Health and •	
Safety Inspector in Engineering/Manufacturing, Beauty Therapist 
in Travel and Tourism.

How do job roles relate to and depend on others? Eg across areas •	
– Graphic Designer and Software Developer, or within areas, eg 
Farm Manager and Vet.

Post-learning / Self study
Look at the occupations in the Jobs supplement of a local 
newspaper or jobs website. Note how many require degree level 
entry qualifications.

Hospitality and Catering

Employees in the hospitality and catering sector provide a wide 
range of services for customers.

Information and Communication Technology
Almost all businesses use information and communication 
technologies – 21 million people use IT every day at work in the 
UK. Telecommunications is one of the fastest changing sectors, 
with new technologies constantly being explored and developed.

Land-based and Environmental
The Land-based and Environmental sector can be divided into 
three areas; Land Management and Production, Animal Health 
and Welfare and Environmental Industries.

Public Services
Public Services include the Police Service, Fire and Rescue 
Service or Armed Forces.

Retail
Retail work ranges from high street charity shops to massive 
shopping malls – it also includes mail order, internet shopping 
and farmers’ markets.

Sport and Leisure
The Sport and Leisure sectors include; Sport and Recreation, 
Health and Fitness, the Outdoors, Playwork and Caravans.

Travel and Tourism
Travel and Tourism careers cover a wide area including: Events, 
Holiday resort reps, Tour Guides, Tour Operators, Tourism 
Marketing, Tourist Information, Transport, Travel Agencies and 
Visitor Attractions.
