Are you what 
they're looking for?

Are you creative? Do you have good hand-eye skills? 		
Got staying power? – you’ll need lots of stamina to be a 

hairdresser! If you don’t mind long hours or working weekends 
and you enjoy working with the public, you should consider a 

career in hair and beauty.

If you are interested in appearance, fashion, health and working 
closely with people, you’re in the right place. There are three 		
main areas in the hair and beauty sector – Hairdressing, 		

Beauty and 	Make-up.

Hairdressing covers careers including stylists, barbers, 			 
mobile hairdressers, salon owners and junior hairdressers. 	
Beauty careers include beauty therapists, self-employed 		
beauticians, nail technicians and aromatherapists.

You could work in a variety of places, ranging from salons in shopping 	
malls and on the high street to health spas, cruise ships and hotels. 		
Both professions need a good understanding of health and safety as 		
well as a technical understanding of the products used.

Make-up artists mainly work for TV, film or theatre companies.

Students with 		
a disability

If you are interested in studying a higher education 
course, either full-time or part-time, but you’re worried 
because you have a specific learning difficulty such as 
dyslexia, hearing or visual impairment, mental health 
condition or a disability, you could be eligible for 	

Disabled Students’ Allowance (DSA).

If you are not eligible for DSAs, your college or university 
will still be able to provide support and guidance if you need 
help with your studies.

‘Disability’ is a broad category which includes, for instance, 
dyslexia. The DSAs do not depend on your family’s income 
and do not have to be repaid.

The DSAs help pay for extra costs you may have to pay when 
studying your course, as a direct result of your disability, 

mental health condition or specific learning difficulty.

What is the Disabled Students’ 
Allowance?

DSAs stands for Disabled Students’ 
Allowances. These allowances are 
available for UK students applying for 	
full-time and substantial part-time courses 
in higher education. The DSAs help pay for 

extra costs in attending a course as a direct 
result of a disability.

What can DSAs be used for?
Depending on your assessment, the DSAs may:

•  help with the cost of a non-medical helper, 			 
     such as a note taker or sign language interpreter

•  pay for specialist equipment like a laptop or dictaphone

•  pay for specialist software and technical support

•  pay for items such as audio CDs, tapes or Braille paper

•  pay for any extra travel costs arising from a disability
