You won’t believe the variety of opportunities in the 
landscape and environment industries in an area like 		
the West of England. There are jobs available in agriculture 
and horticulture, environmental sciences, animal care, 	
fisheries, landscapes and plants.

You could have a career in fencing, land-based engineering, 
trees and timber – even in floristry. Or you could work with 
animals or fish, ranging from horses to trout! You can even 
work in environmental conservation.

This is a diverse sector covering 17 industries, 			 
so you’re bound to find something you like.

Even if you’re not heading for the best GCSE 
grades, if you’re prepared to work hard and 
learn new skills after you leave school, there 
are good, well-paid jobs out there. And don’t 
forget, you could earn money at the same time 
as you work towards qualifications.

Young people who go on to get Higher Education 
qualifications like an HNC (Higher National 
Certificate) or HND (Higher National Diploma), 
Foundation Degree or Honours Degree are 
very much in demand.
